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Background 
 
Installing Grasscrete to schools very often means one thing; being under pressure to complete 
before schools re-open. The fire access and emergency assembly area to this 6th Form College 
at Langley Grammar School was a typical example.  
 
With access required for hydraulic platforms weighing over 20 tonnes a specification had been 
raised for 150mm thick Grasscrete GC2 that with its A252, 8mm mesh reinforcement would 
cater for loads up to 30 tonnes. 
 
With no side access available for pouring, this had to be carried out using the prepared sub-
base as the access route with formers and mesh reinforcement being positioned as the 
concrete truck was driven back along the road. This technique was perfected by Grass 
Concrete’s laying Division many years ago and requires only 10 minutes more to pour per load 
than is the case with a side pour. 
 

 
 
Now at this stage Grasscrete may not be the prettiest concrete to look at and it is only when the 
tops of the void formers are melted that the true appearance is shown. 
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Following initial curing of the concrete the surface was immediately able to accept fire 
appliances should the need have arisen. In the meantime the grass was able to germinate and 
grow, protected by the concrete surround to each pocket.
