Background

Not the largest of our case studies and totally devoid of the grass on any our photos. The
reason for inclusion is therefore a focus on the flexibility of the Grasscrete system that we feel
is best shown before grass growth.

The project was part of a 20ha reed bed development for which the Grasscrete GC3 76mm
thick system would be used to create an overspill weir linking to an outfall culvert. Level control
was therefore critical to ensure an even flow into the outfall. The excavated profile to achieve
this was parabolic and called for Grass Concrete’s installation team to “eye-in” the alignment
and levels working from tangent point levels.
