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Background

Construction of this project introduced a number of headaches for client. Access was tight
along the single track road and its surface was in poor condition. The laying area was also the
home to rhododendron bushes the roots of which had spread throughout the area. Previous
attempts to form parking areas had focussed on temporary boarding, but now a permanent
solution was needed.

To create a new verge parking areas the level would need to be drawn from the gradient of the
road to then gradually taper into the natural ground at the head of the parking. In this way a
need for retaining walls could be avoided. With a brief to achieve at least 15 parking spaces
along the curving plan profile the layout would be critical. This would see a valet parking format
for 14 cars before the curved profile reduced the last three bays to single cars achieving a total
of 17 spaces. The bays were individually marked with 200mm wide solid concrete bay markers
cast monolithically with the Grasscrete. Pedestrian access to the building was formed with a
solid concrete path again cast within the Grasscrete.

Construction was undertaken within a programme of just 1 week and following a curing period
of 2 weeks the client was able to begin use of the car park.
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
